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The 808 Commonly Used Chinese Characters were proposed at the Northeast Asia
Trilateral Forum (NATF) sponsored by Japan’s Nikkei Shimbun, China’s Xinhua News
Agency, and ROK’s JoongAng lIbo. The NATF brings together opinion leaders of
China, Japan, and the ROK in the areas of politics, economy, academia, and culture to
discuss regional cooperation and exchanges as well as various issues in each country.
As an effort to extract Chinese characters that symbolizes the common culture and are
frequently used by the three countries, Chinese characters specialists from each country
held discussions after discussions to select the 808 characters. Based on the draft of “800

Commonly Used Chinese Characters” released in the 8th NATF in July, 2013 (Toyako,
Hokkaido) and the trilateral expert meeting held in October, 2013 (Suzhou, China), the
revised version of the chart was submitted to the 9th NATF in April, 2014 (Yangzhou,
China).
